Believe us, operating your Belfry 

Bat Detector doesnôt take a  

rocket scientist. 

 

First thing to do is scrounge around 

in a drawer and find a nice, new  

9-volt battery. Slide open the cover 

of the battery compartment, located 

on the back of the detector,  and  

attach the battery to the leads. 

 

At the top of the detector is a round 

ultrasonic microphone (A) which, if 

you are a rocket scientist, you might 

call an ultrasonic transducer. This is 

what you point in the direction you 

think the bats will be. 

 

But before you hear anything, youôll 

have to turn the thing on by flipping 

the on/off switch (B). Youôll proba-

bly get a few squeaks and squawks 

from the speaker (C) , and the visual 

signal diode (D) will light up. Youôll 

be surprised at all the ultrasonic 

racket that has been going on 

around you if you turn the detector 

on in the house. Running water, jin-

gling keys, snapping fingers, and 

even rubbing your finger across the case 

will set it off. 

 

The Belfry Bat Detector is picking up 

these ultrasonic sounds ð in the range 

of 25-100 kilohertz ð you were never 

aware of, but which bats emit to use their 

echolocation to find and capture their 

food. 

 

To get the best use out of your BBD, turn 

it on, and put it down on a table, or other 

solid object where itôs not going to be 

disturbed.  

 

For the best sound quality, plug your ear-

phones or a small speaker into the detec-

tors audio-out jack (E). You can even 

capture the ultrasonic voices of your 

bats by running a 1/8 (3.5 mm.) male 

jumper cable from the detector jack 

into a tape record or PC (must have a 

sound card) . 

 

Tuning In  
Although you can hear bats all night 

long, the best times seem to be any-

where  from about 30 minutes to a few  

hours after sunset, and then again just 

before sunrise.  Be aware of your areaôs 

bat migratory habits. Many of them 

move south for the winter, or hibernate. 

They are most active during warm eve-

nings when there is little wind and no 

rain. Watch for them around bodies of 

fresh water, and around open fields 

near wooded areas. 

 

Watch the skyline. Bats fly very differ-

ently than birds. They flutter more and 

donôt fly in a nice straight line. 

 

While your Belfry Bat Detector is ex-

tremely sensitive and amplifies sounds 

several thousands of times, the range 

you can hear bats will vary depending 

on surroundings, and the species of bat. 

You can often hear them from 50 to 200 

feet away.
